Summer Camp 2010 - Camp Info Sheet

2010 Summer Camp: Our summer camp week at Camp Resolute is Week #5; Sunday, August 1st, thru Friday,
August 6™. Our campsite is Sassamon (located across from the rifle range).

Summer Camp Registration Form: Please complete and turn in the troop copy of the Summer Camp Registration
form on or before April 28th. Y ou will need to choose whether you are paying in full or in three installments. Full
payment must be made by June 30™. If you wish to pay in installments, refer to the registration form for payment
dates and amounts.

Camp Fees: The camp fee thisyear is $355. The cost for “Brothers’ attending the same week is $279 each.

Early Bird Discount: A discount of $30 can be taken off the regular camp feeif paid to the troop in full by April
28" The discounted fees are $325, and for “Brothers’ $2409.

Camper ships: No Scout should miss out on the Camp Resol ute experience because of financial issues. We may be
ableto help you pay for summer camp thru “Camperships’ that may be available from the Council. Please complete
and turn in a“Campership Application” to the Scoutmaster as soon as possible. The Knox Trail Council approves
applications on a first-come-first-served basis. All campership requests will be treated confidentially.

Additional Camping Opportunities: Y ou may want to discuss the Speciaty Week (8/9 thru 8/13) activities with
your Scout. These activities include Trail to Eagle, Shooting Sports, Ocean Adventure, Fly Fishing, Horsemanship,
and other fun programs. The costs vary so refer to program flyers for costs and details. Note that unlike the regular
camp week you must register and pay for your scout directly with Council for these programs.

Camp Photos: Official 8X10 troop photos will be taken on Sunday. Cost is $10 per photo.

Chicken Bar-B-Que: Friday evening “Family Barbeque” — tickets are $7 for adults, $5 for children, children under
4 and Scouts are free.

Summer Camp Class B T-shirts: Each scout will need at least 2 Class B t-shirts for camp. Y ou can optionally
purchase new Camp Resolute Class B shirts - $10 each. The shirts have “Troop 44" printed on them.

Merit Badge Kits: Some Merit Badges require kits that must be purchased at the trading post. Y our Scout will
need to bring enough money to camp to purchase these kits. This can be determined after he has selected his Merit
Badges.

Health Forms: The BSA has created a new BSA Health Form that replaces all other health forms effective Jan 1,
2010. It isrequired that everyone attending summer camp use this new form.

Health Form Reguirements (SORRY - NO EXCEPTIONYS):
e Thenew medical form requires an annual physical for scouts and adults attending camp regardless of age.
The physical examination must have taken place within 12 months of the start of summer camp. For
example any date after August 7, 2009.

e A copy of your or your scout’s health insurance card (both sides are requir ed).
The physician (or equivalent) must sign the BSA form (part B) to be valid.

All health forms must be turned in by June 30th. Please plan ahead to schedule your son’s doctor’ s appointment!
Remember that your Scout will not be allowed to attend camp if the health form is not properly prepared!
